1. All participating teams, undergraduate riders and alumni riders must be current
members of the IHSA. All appropriate membership paperwork and fees must be
submitted prior to participation in the IHSA Online Horseshow.

2. Teams and participants should review the DigitalHorseShow.com Terms of
Service/Rules & Regulationsfor competition rules and guidelines specific to the online
format.

3. When applicable, the IHSA Rulebook must be followed.

4. Riders must enter at their appropriate IHSA level as per the placement guidelines in
the IHSA Rulebook.

5. Riders may participate in both the IHSA Online Horseshow and regular IHSA
horseshows, where available.

6. For all classes, riders will upload a video to DigitalHorseShow.com of the assigned
test, pattern or jump course, depending upon the class entered. Please refer to the
video guidelines.

7. Team points will be calculated by taking the points of the highest placed rider in
each division. Overall team results will be announced

8. Points earned by teams or individuals during the IHSA Online Horseshow do not
count towards any regular post season competition or rider advancement.
